Freeman Lodge Facility Rules for Alcohol Consumption

1.  A Release must be signed by the Responsible Party for ALL events, whether alcohol is served or not.  This release covers all guests and all actions relating to or resulting from the event.

2. Posters, signs, ads, and / or invitations for the event do not suggest alcohol abuse, and drinking contests of any type are strictly forbidden.

3. An event with less than 15 attendees being served less than a total of 1 drink per person is exempt from University rules pertaining to an alcohol serving permit and the presence of an officer at the event; additionally, no TABC Certified Server is required.

4. An event with more than 15 attendees being served no more than 1 drink per person is exempt only from the presence on an officer at the event, but for more than 30 attendees at ANY event, ALL alcohol must be served by a TABC Certified Server who must provide an accounting of all alcohol served and the amount leftover and released from their custody.  BYOB is allowed, but ALL alcohol must be remitted to the TABC server in a central location; any unconsumed alcohol may be released to the owner at the end of the event, but may not then be consumed on the property whatsoever.

5. For events of more than 30 persons having any alcohol, a University Alcohol Permit is required and an officer (or more than one officer) may be required as decided by UPD administration.  For any party in excess of 30 guests, ALL alcohol is to be dispersed by a licensed TABC Server and all alcohol must be remitted to the server for purposes of serving, even if served to the individual owning the alcohol.

6. It is the responsibility of the Responsible Party to ensure that all permits and licenses have been obtained and are in effect BEFORE the event, or the event will be stopped or cancelled.

7. Alcohol may only be served during the presence of the assigned officer, if needed, and no alcohol may be served after 11:30 pm.  The facility is closed at 12:00 pm.  All open drinks are to be closed and / or disposed of at 12:00 am.

8. NO PERSON WILL BE SERVED AT ANY TIME IF THEY ARE SUSPECTED OF BEING INTOXICATED.  IT IS THE CALL OF THE SERVER WITH NO EXCEPTIONS.  At any event where an officer is present, they will be called by the server to handle any conflict.  The officer’s decision is final.

9. NO PERSON UNDER THE AGE OF 21 WILL BE SERVED.  The Server may request ID and if they do and none is presented, NO alcohol will be served t that person.  NO attendee is to serve a drink to any other person.

10. NO DRINK SERVICE WILL BE PROVIDED AFTER 11:30 PM.  ALL OPEN DRINKS WILL BE PICKED UP AND DISPOSED OF AT 12:00 AM.

11. IF ANY ALCOHOL IS SERVED, FOOD AND ALTERNATIVE DRINKS MUST BE PROVIDED FOR AN ALTERNATIVE CHOICE.  

12. NO ALCOHOL MAY BE SERVED AT A STUDENT-RUN EVENT UNLESS PARENTS AND SPONSORS ARE PRESENT.

13. SIGNAGE FOR RIDES FROM THE EVENT MUST BE PLACED IN A CONSPICUOUS AREA.

Designated drivers are encouraged.

14. The facility assumes no responsibility for any liability from any event taking place once the facility has been left.   Guests may not leave the facility and return if drinking takes place off the facility.
15. NO HARD ALCOHOL MAY BE SERVED WHATSOEVER.

16. NO BOTTLES, KEGS, OR OTHER BULK STORAGE ARE PERMITTED.  Wine and Champaign bottles are allowed, but should be used with care and disposed of properly.

17. NO person can leave the event to their vehicle and return unless checking back in with the officer and / or TABC server upon re-entry.

18. ANY DISCARDED CONTAINER FOUND IN THE AREAS AROUND THE FACILITY WILL INCUR A CHARGE OF $25 PER CONTAINER TO THE RESPONSIBLE PARTY AND / OR THEIR DEPOSIT WILL BE FORFEITED.  It is suggested that the R.P. make both a pre-party and post-party search for such discarded items EVERYWHERE on the property, including the access roads.  A time of 18 hours post-party will be allowed for daylight searching.
19. IT IS THE STRICT RESPONSIBILITY OF THE RESPONSIBLE PARTY TO ENSURE THAT ALL RULES AND LAWS RELATING TO ALCOHOL POSSESSION AND CONSUMPTION ARE MET, INCLUDING ALL STATE OF TEXAS LAWS AND REGULATIONS.
